The most important lesson being that God loves  
us each and everyone no matter your language or culture.

Hands shot up eagerly as the village children volunteered 
to help with the interactive Bible story each day.  Many of us were all thumbs 
when it came to craft time but the projects were all treasured gifts.  These were 
activities in two Backyard Bible Camps conducted by the youth team o Rosalind 
Hills Baptist Church, Roanoke, VA in the villages of Kekcse and Berencs.  Each 
morning we were greeted with smiling faces and big hugs.  Parents came to see 
what all the noise was about and each day our group of kids grew bigger and 
bigger.  The young people from Rosalind Hills served as the presence of Christ 
among the Roma through their unselfish giving of their time, energy, and fi-
nances to be in northeast Hungary for a week in July.

You See Blood is Thicker than Wateré. 
And often weirder than weôd like to admit.  Letôs face it, each of us most likely has 
that one family member who is the ñweirdò one; the eccentric or unmotivated one.  
He might be the uncle who always reeks of cigarettes and spends hours in his 
basement researching the lost colony of Atlantis.  She might be the cousin, twice 
removed, whose main goal in life is to play scratch offôs and power ball lottery in 
hopes of paying off debt.  Perhaps the odd ball is a sibling who shares no common 
interest with you, dresses differently than you, and has a completely different per-
spective on life altogether.  Of course thereôs always the possibility that the weirdo 
is you.  Whatever the case may be, we all have ñweirdò ones in the bunch. 
 
There is something deeply theological about this.  Even within our own families 
we are born into diversity: diversity of opinions, of styles, of perspectives.  The 
idea that a family must be defined by its ñalikenessò is only a half truth.  Sure 
there are similar traits of physique and personality.  But each member is an indi-
vidual, with his/her own dreams and aspirations and goals in life.  Diversity is 
bound to be part of a familyôs true identity.  
 
On September 30 in Club Jesus (which is the name of the youth group for grades 
6-12), we talked about families.  We talked about how imperfect and crazy fami-
lies can be or feel.  And we talked about how God uses and redeems and works 
through them anyway.  We talked about how most families mentioned in the Bi-
ble are far from perfect, far from our American ideals of family (2 parents, 2.5 
kids, a dog).  We talked about Jacob and Esau, Joseph and his brothers, and the 
crazy things that took place in their families.  
 
All in all, we are all made in the image of God, living in a fallen world, and like-
wise broken.  Our families are broken too, made up of broken people.  But it does-
nôt stop there.  Through Godôs Spirit we are all in the process of being made whole 
again.  Our God is One of redemption and reconciliation.  While we remain here, 
in a broken state, we have a hopeé a very real hopeé of healing and wholeness.   
 
Even though you might have a weird one in the bunch, God works through them 
anyway.  It doesnôt matter what your family looks like, God works and moves and 
breaths in its midst.  Look at the stories in scripture, and youôll see.  God is in the 
business of healing and bringing broken folks to Himself.  Blood is thicker than 
water.  But hope is stronger.

The slum area called the Kebe was just as I had imagined. It consists of a maze of 
shacks with a foot path connecting them all, spread over acres of poverty. The inhabi-
tants are the ñBlack Moors" who were descended from the African tribes, many being 
the slaves of the Arabic "White Moorsò.  The language of the Kebe is Hassaniya not 
French. (Great!)  
 
The clinic doctor (Claudine) was on a well deserved holiday and the medic (John 
Paul) was working; as his trusty receptionist, Cityboo, kept order. The clinic consists 
of a one room shack with a table, three chairs, and a foot locker for the medicine.  
 
The room had little ventilation and almost did me in after yet another night of intes-
tinal woes that Sarah and I keep enjoying. I wasn't prepared for the 100 degree plus 
temps under that tin roof.  After my clothes were soaked through, it took fifteen min-
utes of sitting outside with the women and children patients until the room stopped 
spinning. Most of the patients had diarrhea, some the flu, dental abscesses, bronchi-
tis, parasites, rashes and growths.  
 
One nine year old girl had several maladies and was a deaf and mute with no visible 
way to communicate her problem. Special needs children have no help here in this 
world.  
 
Another three year old girl was born with a skin disease that made her entire body 
look like it had been gone over with a blowtorch, her face was completely disfigured 
and she was nearly blind. 
 
The receptionist, Cityboo, looked older than his forty plus years with the left side of 
his body paralyzed by a stroke. The clinic is attached to his home and he receives 
"small money" for keeping order and guarding.  
 
John Paul asked my age and when I told him I was sixty three he said with a laugh  
"oh papa". I have heard this name before from the street vendors, I know it means 
grandfather since the life expectancy here is about fifty to fifty five. As vanity some-
times rules the day I prefer to think of it as a nickname like  "Papa Hemingway".  
 
The clinic itself has few resources. Claudine is paid by a West African NGO and John 
Paul is a chef who volunteers his time. Their supply of medicine is replenished by 
charging for the medicine they give out usually from fifty cents to three dollars and 
there is no charge for the office visit.  
 
I am not sure how my army medic skills will translate into this place, but Sarah has 
given me a stethoscope and some basic equipment so at least I look the part.  
 
Unlike the needs in Mongolia , of twenty four adorable orphans, this project takes the 
spirit of charity to a whole new level. The needs here make the orphanage look like 
the Fort Lauderdale Yacht Club.  
 
Many of you have asked for a challenge here on the " dark continent".  Julian of  
Norwich said,  "He did not say: You will not be troubled, you will not be labored, you 
will not be disquieted: but he said you will not be overcome." Letôs hope Julian knew 
what she was talking about.

Unlike the animals, who seem quite content to simply be themselves, we humans 
are always looking for ways to be more than or other than what we find ourselves 
to be.  We explore the countryside for excitement, search our souls for meaning, 
shop the world for pleasure.  We try this.  Then we try that.  The usual fields of 
endeavor are money, sex, power, adventure, and knowledge. 
 
Everything we try is so promising at first! But nothing ever seems to amount to 
very much.  We intensify our effortsðbut the harder we work at it, the less we get 
out of it.  Some people give up early and settle for a humdrum life.  Others never 
seem to learn, and so they flail away through a lifetime, becoming less and less 
human by the year, until by the time they die there is hardly enough humanity left 
to compose a corpse. 
 
Ecclesiastes is a famousðmaybe the worldôs most famousðwitness to this experi-
ence of futility.  The acerbic wit catches our attention.  The stark honesty compels 
notice.  And people do noticeðoh, how they notice! Nonreligious and religious 
alike notice.  Unbelievers and believers notice.  More than a few of them are sur-
prised to find this kind of thing in the bible.  
 
But it is most emphatically and necessarily in the Bible in order to call a halt to 
our various and futile attempts to make something of our lives, so that we can 
give our full attention to God ðwho God is and what he does to make something 
of us.  Ecclesiastes actually doesnôt say that much about God; the author leaves 
that to the other sixty -five books of the Bible.  His task is to expose our total inca-
pacity to find the meaning and completion of our lives on our own.  
 
It is our propensity to go off on our own, trying to be human by our own devices 
and desires, that makes Ecclesiastes necessary reading.  Ecclesiastes sweeps our 
souls clean of all ñlifestyleò spiritualities so that we can be ready for Godôs visita-
tion revealed in Jesus Christ.  Ecclesiastes is a John-the-Baptist kind of book.  It 
functions not as a meal but as a bath.  It is not nourishment; it is cleansing.  It is 
repentance.  It is purging.  We read Ecclesiastes to get scrubbed clean from illu-
sion and sentiment, from ideas that area idolatrous and feelings that cloy.  It is an 
exposé and rejection of every arrogant and ignorant expectation that we can live 
our lives by ourselves on our own terms. 
 
Ecclesiastes challenges the naïve optimism that sets a goal that appeals to us and 
then goes after it with gusto, expecting the result to be a good life.  The authors 
cool skepticism, a refreshing negation to the lush and seductive suggestions swirl-
ing around us, promising everything but delivering nothing, clears the air.  And 
once the air is cleared, we are ready for realityðfor God.
